Gender of Nouns 
All nouns are either masculine or feminine. The definite article (English the) agrees 
with the noun in gender and number (singular or plural): el, la, los, las. 

Singular Masculine Nouns 

The masculine singular noun takes the definite article el. Most nouns that end in -o 
are masculine.  

 

Singular Feminine Nouns 

The feminine singular noun takes the definite article la. Most nouns that end in -a are 
feminine.  

 

Plural Nouns 

A noun that ends in a vowel adds -s to form the plural; it takes the definite article los 
if it is masculine and las if it is feminine.

The Indefinite Article 
The singular indefinite article (English a, an) is un before a masculine noun and una 
before a feminine noun. The plural indefinite article (English some) is unos before a 
masculine plural noun and unas before a plural feminine noun

●​ Spanish uses cardinal numbers 2 to 31 for days of the month except the first.
