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Expresiones del tiempo
Time expressions

To ask how long someone has been doing something, use the present tense
in Spanish. (English uses the present perfect tense have done). Even though
the action begins in the past, it continues in the present!

:Cudnto tiempo hace que + verb in the present tense
¢Cuanto tiempo hace que usted vive aqui?

¢Cuanto tiempo hace que él estudia el francés?
¢Cuanto tiempo hace que ustedes viajan?

¢Cuanto tiempo hace que la muchacha mira television?

There are two ways to answer the question of how long someone has been
doing something.

Hace + duration + que + verb in the present tense
Hace 15 anos que yo vivo aqui.

e Hace un mes que él estudia el francés.

e Hace 6 semanas que viajamos.

e Hacelhora que ella mira television.

The other way to indicate the duration of an ongoing action or event is with
the expression desde hace.

Verb in the present tense + desde hace + duration
Vivo aqui desde hace 15 anos.

El estudia el francés desde hace un mes.
Viajamos desde hace 6 semanas.

Ella mira television desde hace 1 hora.

El verbo ir con el futuro
The Verb ir with the Future

yo voy nosotros vamos
td vas vosotros  vais
él va ellos van
ella va ellas van
usted va ustedes van

ir a + an infinitive expresses the future without having to conjugate the verb
in the future tense. This is the same as English to be going to (do something).
e Ellos van a cantar esta noche.
e Vamos a decidir mas tarde.
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You can also form a question this way by placing the subject directly after the
conjugated form of ir or after the infinitive.

e .:Van ellos a cantar esta noche?

e ;Van a cantar ellos esta noche?

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Pronombre relativo que
Relative Pronoun Que

The Relative Pronoun que
Que (that, which, or who) is the most common relative pronoun in everyday
speech. Que can refer to persons or things, either singular or plural.

e El programa que miro los viernes es interesante.

e El pan, que acabo de comprar en la panaderia, es dulce.

e Ellatiene una hermanastra que vive en el centro.

The relative pronoun que can also be used after prepositions. As the object of
a preposition, que refers to an object only. It does not refer to a person or
persons.
e El parque en que jugamos es viejo.
The park that we play in is old.
e No entiendo el tema de que habla mi nuera.
| don’t understand the topic that my daughter-in-law is talking about.
e Mibisabuela tiene un bastén con que caminar.
My great-grandmother has a cane that she walks with.

Conjunction Que
The Conjunction que
One of the uses of conjunctions is to join two sentences into a single
sentence. Que (that) used as a conjunction may join a main clause and a
dependent (or subordinate) clause to form a sentence or question.

e El maestro sabe que los estudiantes entienden.

e Minovio piensa que la leccién es facil.

e \Veo que el tren viene.

A Word About que

The English word that, whether it is used as a relative pronoun or as a
conjunction, is often omitted. For example, it is correct in English to say either
the show | watch or the show that | watch, and to say | think the lesson is
easy or | think that the lesson is easy. In Spanish, que is never omitted.
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
